The media-institutions relations issue and the stemming from it issue of the relations
between the media and society in Bulgaria has always been a burning one. Understandably,
under the totalitarian regime there was not such an issue. At the time nobody deemed them-
selves obliged to inform the public what they were doing or planning to do, as the state was
all-powerful. In a democracy, however, society has to be informed, mostly through the media.
Unfortunately, things are not developing at the pace and in the way we wish them to. | believe
that now, with Bulgaria’s EU accession we are given a unique opportunity to make our institu-
tions abide by European rules, as in Europe the issue has been solved for quite a while now
and the societies there enjoy and exercise their right to be informed.

In United Europe, we have a powerful ally for opening Bulgarian institutions, some of which,
traditionally, eschew giving information, which was the case under the “good old” totalitarian
regime. It requires greater persistence and militancy on the part of Bulgarian journalists, who
have to know that they not only have to achieve this right of theirs theoretically, as it has been
stipulated for quite a while now, but to gain it in practice for the sake of their profession and
the society itself.

Club: Journalists against Corruption Association was estab-
lished on April 6th, 2004 by 25 journalists from 18 leading media.

At present, the Club has eight regional structures: in Vidin,
Kardjali, Vratza, Plovdiv, Stara Zagora, Varna, Montana and Burgas
with 190 or so members.

Our immediate goal is to join the efforts of journalists with
those of the public institutions in the crackdown on corruption. Our
major goal is through the clout of the media to arouse social intol-
erance against different forms of corrupt practices and actuate the
attitude of the citizens so that they identify themselves as a major
factor for changing the corrupt environment in this country.

The Association has signed cooperation agreements with: The
Anti-corruption Coordination Commission with the Council of
Ministers; The Ministry of Foreign Affairs; The Association of

Penema HukosoBa Prosecutors in Bulgaria; The Notary Chamber of Bulgaria; The
npegeegames va YC  Order and Security Foundation; The Union of Judges of Bulgaria;
Reneta Nikolova The National Security Institute; The Montana Municipality; The

Chairperson of the Steering POodkrepa Labour Confederation. As well as with three political
Committee of the Clup  forces: The New Age; Political Movement Social Democrats;
Parliamentary Group of the Union of Democratic Forces.

In the framework of the Social Intolerance against Corruption project under the Open
Government Initiative programme of the USAID, the Club: Journalists against Corruption launched
a “No” to Corruption initiative with filming a video and investigating documentaries. The media
campaign under the Face to Face with Corruption USAID project is also in full swing.

Club: Journalists against Corruption provided also media monitoring over the work of the dis-
trict and municipal administrations in Vidin and Montana under the Development of Civil Society
project under the PHARE programme.

At the general elections 2005, the Club initiated a monitoring over the work of the MPs for
the term of the National Assembly of the 39th convocation so that the society to get better
informed of the work of the deputies, aiming only people catering to social rather than to per-
sonal or private-corporate interests to become MPs. The ranking of the “most diligent” and “lazi-
est” MPs was announced in end-May 2005, after a thorough analysis of their parliamentary activ-
ity over their term.

The Club was conferred a diploma by the government’s Anti-corruption Commission for most
successful anti-corruption practices in 2004.

Ten journalists from the Club were trained for teachers in anti-corruption. Five of them spe-
cialized in Finland under the HAUS Consortium project.

The Club: Journalists against Corruption swept also the prize of the Union of Jurists, the
Supreme Judicial Council, the Ministry of Justice, the Union of e-Media and the Union of Bulgarian
Journalists for the implementation of The Court and We project funded by the Judicial
Strengthening Initiative (JSI) of the USAID. A roundtable on the European standards in the media-
institutions communication was held in the framework of a project won by the Club in conjunc-
tion with the Podkrepa Union of Bulgarian Journalists on the Communication Strategy of the
Republic of Bulgaria.

Chairperson of the Steering Committee of the Club, Mrs. Reneta Nikolova is a journalist,
author and presenter of the Law and We TV programme; member of the Consultative Civil Council
with the Combating Corruption Committee of the National Assembly of the 40th convocation and
the Anti-Fraud Communicators Network (OAFCN) of the European Anti-Fraud Office OLAF.

The establishing of the Podkrepa Union of Journalists in
Bulgaria took place on the very onset of the transition to
democracy here. Democratic changes as well as the so-
called “velvet revolution” of the hot summer of 1990, civil dis-
obedience and the “cities of truth” motivated prominent
Bulgarian journalists to cover precisely and accurately the
developments as well as to pose the freedom of speech issue
with all the due seriousness. The same year, a group of
enthusiastic journalists gathered and decided to establish an
independent association, structured on professional and cre-
ative principles, so that to deepen the believe of the genera-
tions to come that there could not be justice without freedom
of speech and the press, as the latter are basic human rights.
The association comprised Bulgarian nationals, practicing the
profession of journalism, as well as foreign nationals, who
dealt in journalism on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria.

as to eliminate the threat of violence against journalists both

on the part of restrictive institutions and criminal groups. The general opinion as well as an analy-
sis of the situation in Bulgaria was indicative of the fact that the misuse of freedom of speech
could be eliminated only by democratic means. It was the ground for establishing a democratic
association of journalists of a new kind. Calls for enhancing of pluralism in relations were issued.

The Podkrepa UJB, a structure of the Podkrepa Labour Confederation is a voluntary and
independent professional and trade-union organization. Now, its ends are set by the requirements
of the present day in compliance with the national and international Law and integration tenden-
cies.

The Podkrepa UJB sees to it the rights of journalists to be observed in their professional
activities, to the remunerations, social and health conditions, to the financial, social and cultural
interests of its members, to improving their professional training and trade-union culture.

The organization has assigned itself the task to mount forums on topical issues of journal-
ism, to hold competitions and training courses as well as to seek for diverse forms to encourage
the creativity of journalists.

The Podkrepa UJB is a full-fledged member of the IFJ and EFJ, seated in Brussels, Belgium.

The Podkrepa UJB is in quest of forms to interact and synchronize with similar organizations
here and abroad on the grounds of common problems and interests.

Nikolai Varadinov chairs the Union. He has 18-year-long career in journalism, the longest part
of it at 24 Chasa daily. He has graduated in economics in Varna.

At present, the UJB boasts some 600 members and has branches in all big media, includ-
ing the BTA News Agency, the BNT (Bulgarian National Television) and the BNR (Bulgarian National
Radio). The Podkrepa UJB also has members abroad.
